RECOMMENDED ACTION

Approve Resolution No. 3037 authorizing a request for increased funding for the west lagoon and
wastewater treatment plant improvement projects. The City is seeking $325,000 in additional funds
from CDBG to complete the project.

BACKGROUND

In 2017, the City applied for CDBG funding for the construction of an aeration lagoon and for
improvements to the pump stations at the wastewater treatment plant. The original application
requested the following amounts:

General Administration Up to $126,000
Public Improvements Up to $1,680,000
TOTAL: Up to $1,806,000

In the three years since the application was submitted, project costs have increased. The City is
seeking an additional $325,000 to be used towards the project.

BUDGET IMPACT
Supplemental funding provided by CDBG will offset unanticipated expenses to the wastewater

fund.

Recommendation:

Discuss CARES Act relief funding and provide direction to staff to ensure funding availability.

Background:
As part of the State budget approved for FY 20-21, California cities and counties will receive

Coronavirus Relief Funding Allocations (CARES Act) monies. The direct allocation was
determined by population and as such the City of Corcoran will receive approximately $263,000
(see Attachment A).

In order receive funds, the State required that cities submit a “Certification for Receipt of Funds”
prior to July 10, 2020 (see Attachment B).

Cities may use the funds to pay for COVID-19 related costs beginning on March 1, 2020 through
December 31, 2020.

Budget Impact:

Coronavirus Relief Funding Allocations will offset unanticipated COVID-19 costs that the City
has already incurred or that it may expend during the pandemic. The majority of the CARES Act
funds will benefit the General Fund.

o Cities must attest their adherence to COVID-19 federal guidelines, stay at home
orders, and state Executive Orders to receive certification for these funds.

o Please note that no additional action or documentation is needed to
certify compliance at this time if the city believes to be in compliance with
these orders.

o The Department of Public Health, in coordination with the Department of
Finance, will notify cities (which submit certification documents) that it
believes to be out of compliance.

Reporting

e By September 1, 2020, via a form still to be issued by the Department of
Finance, cities are to report on the details, justification, and status of their
expenditures and regional collaboration to date. This report will determine
whether cities will receive additional time to expend funds and whether they are
to receive additional installments.

o Please note that funds can be used to reimburse eligible expenditures
back dated to March 1, 2020 that were not accounted for in the most
recently approved budget as of March 27, 2020. The entirety of a city’s
allocation may be used for reimbursements.

e ltis required that cities retain records that support reported COVID-19 eligible
expenditures in accordance with U.S. Treasury Guidelines. Documentation will
support the city’s reporting to the state and help mitigate repayments of
disallowed costs. Documentation will also assist cities with swapping
expenditures deemed to be ineligible with other incurred eligible expenses. The
state and federal government retain the authority to audit use of these funds.

Allocation and Methodology
e Funding will be allocated in several installments; the first allocation will total one-
sixth of your city’s total allocation.

In addition to their own powers under the California Constitution, local
governments have a broad range of legal authorities available under state statute
to enforce requirements associated with this pandemic. As you may know,
violation of an order issued under the Emergency Services Act is a misdemeanaor.
(Gov. Code, § 8665). This includes orders to follow directives issued by the State
Public Health Officer. Violating certain health officer orders is also unlawful. (Health
& Saf. Code, § 120295.) All peace officers, including county sheriffs and city police
officers, are empowered and encouraged to enforce the orders of alocal health
officer within their jurisdictions. (Gov. Code, §§ 26602, 41601, 101029.) Additionally,
when local governments do take action pursuant to their own power under the
California Constitution, state law bolsters local enforcement authority: for example,
under state law, violation of any city or county ordinance is a misdemeanor unless
otherwise specified. (Gov. Code, §§ 36900, 25132.)

It is essential that all political subdivisions of the State ensure compliance with
public health orders within their communities. The consequences of failing to
ensure compliance are dire. These consequences include a surge of COVID-19
cases and fatalities in, or attributable to, carriers in your community, and an
unsustainable burden on health care services that may divert resources from other
health needs, further delaying reopening efforts.
